Board Meeting August 5, 2008

Minutes

Meeting came to Order at 7:15 p.m with Roll Call.

Members And Guests Present:  Tino Nava (President), Kenny Rodriguez (Registrar), Dave Stahl (U10 Girls), Steve Wolfe (Referee Coordinator), Andy Newsum (Vice President), Jordan Reed, (Parent U16 Boys)

Minutes of June 6, 2008: After slight discussion of the minutes regarding the Board meeting of June 6, Minutes were unanimously passed upon motion and second to accept as presented.  (Brief discussion regarding reference to Lynn Pitman being recognized as a possible candidate for Club Secretary – Comment noted as stated herein).

Correspondence:  All correspondence identified in remaining body of minutes per respective items discussed. 

Treasurer’s Report:  Current Balance of club stated at $21,569.57.   All teams’ balances were stated with specific cost of $342 still being owed to Butte Youth Soccer League (BYSL) and a $1.00 per player fee still being owed to the BYSL registrar.

Committee/Other Reports:  Registration.  It appears that all six teams are either completely registered with District 6 Metro or are waiting on a couple of items to be completely registered.  U16 Boys team is awaiting player passes to return from District 6.  Passes will be distributed through BYSL registrar when received.  

All player medical release forms (incorporated into membership forms) are available for coaches and must be in a coach’s possession at all practices, tournaments and games.    

Additional players may be added to teams at any time throughout the season, yet coaches and managers are to be aware that it will take at least two weeks to get a new player’s paperwork completed for eligibility of play.  It should also be noted that the time required for a new player to participate include all paperwork and the obtainment of a uniform.  Coaches should also be aware two weeks may not be enough time to actually get a player on the field.

Coaches packets and game schedules for the first five weeks of the season will only be given to the ROSTERED HEAD OR ASSISTANT COACH.

The Head or Asst. Coach will be required to sign for their game schedules.

Fields of Play:  It was discussed that it would be beneficial for Chico Cal and Butte United to share the fields at Chico High school for home games.  Sharing the striping duties and having common ground for referees appears to be a benefit for both clubs.  Tino will inquire with Butte United to assess their interest in this.  
Team Colors: Team colors are identified as Blue, White, Black and Gold.  Any combination of those colors is acceptable and has been largely determined by each individual team.  Blue and White appears to be the more common ground of colors that teams will try to coordinate with uniforms.

Coach/Referee: Coaching classes for “F” and “E” certifications have been identified for the month of August.  Some times and locations are yet to be determined.  There is not a scheduled local referee class during August, yet will be made available if identified. Steve Wolfe, Referee Coordinator has asked that the club look at trying to have boys and girls home games occurring on the same days for ease referee scheduling.  This makes very good sense and the district will be solicited to work towards this.   
Steve also proposed an across the Board $2.00 per game increase for all referee classes.  Motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved.  Fiscal impact is estimated at an additional $2400/year. 
Website:  The Club has new website www.chicocalsoccer.com.  It is hoped the website will provide the public with more information about the club and raise awareness of the club in the community.     
Proposal by Dave Stahl:  Dave Stahl U10 Samba manager forwarded a proposal asking Chico Cal to consider becoming a sponsor for Project Play.  Project Play is a non-profit effort focused on bringing football/soccer to underprivileged regions and raising awareness of inherent distressing social situations.  Project Play Niger purchased 2000 soccer balls and delivered them to this particular region.  The response was overwhelming.  As such, Project Play is seeking a non-profit avenue to continue the effort. Chico Cal is honored to be solicited for this effort.  It was unanimously agreed that the association of Chico Cal and Project Play is a very worthwhile partnership.  The next step is for Chico Cal and Project Play to understand the relationship and the details associated with that partnership.  Discussion will continue with a final vote to formally join up expected in the next few weeks.  Andy will write a motion to be forwarded and voted upon by email that identifies this worthwhile effort.
